ADJUSTING THE GRIND SETTING
The burr of V60 Electric coffee grinder is designed to produce ideal

grain size for a hand dripper. Grain size can be adjusted for 24 settings.

The user may grind coffee to suit a wide range of coffee brewer from

home expresso machines and syphons to coffee presses.

@The smaller the particle size the longer it will take to grind.

@®\When using the finer settings the coffee may become stuck, we
recommend tapping on the lid of the bean hopper to dislodge any
clumps of coffee blocking the flow.

@ After long periods of using the finer settings we recommend removing
the upper burr and sweeping away any residual coffee to avoid clogging.
